LARC November meeting minutes

LARC General Membership Meeting November 11, 2015

President, Van Krartzenstein, called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Our meetings are held at the Wind-
sor Rec. Ctr. Just north of Carpenter on 11th Str. Our club membership stands at 107 and was represented
at this meeting by 20 members, no guests. Treasurer, Fred Smith, presented the financial report indicat-
ing good levels in all areas which are general, site recovery, miscellaneous and runway funds. This report
was accepted by Neil Miles and seconded by Dennis Spencer. Van started the meeting business with an
open discussion about his recent e-mail on the misuse of our field. This e-mail was sent to all club mem-
bers. It was brought to Vans attention that there were some blatant rule violations by flyers recently
which involved launching and flying over the pit area as well as FPV flying with no spotter and out of
visual range.

It was pointed out that our club is based on following AMA guidelines with no exceptions; this is to pro-
tect our club and the field owners against liability concerns. All flyers and their guests must follow these
regulations. If you as a club member should see these rules ignored try to acquire a photo record and try
not to participate in any confrontations. If a board member is present let that person know and they can
handle the situation.

On a recent visit to the field, Van noticed vehicle tracks across the field to our west and proceeded to en-
ter our area via the driveway just north of our small conex. This appears to indicate that some people have
been accessing our field and not using the gate entrance. A discussion was had about this concern and it
was decided to block this driveway with either posts and/or posts with a chain.
